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The Triumphal Entry

Read Matthew 21:1-11

When you picture ancient kings from history, what qualities come to mind, and what
stands out to you about the kind of King Jesus reveals Himself to be in Matthew 21:1-5?

Matthew 21:9 quotes Psalm 118:25-26 (Hosanna means “save us”), and the crowd
would’ve remembered the surrounding verses. Read Psalm 118:20-29. What do these
verses reveal about Jesus and what the crowd hoped He would do?

People celebrated Jesus but didn’t fully understand Him (Matthew 21:8-9). Where in
your life are you celebrating Jesus, and where do you feel uncertainty or resistance?

Matthew 21:10 says everyone asked, “Who is this?” What are some ways that Christians
can help others to recognize Jesus as King?
